Title of lesson:  Charge or Dig?  Comparing World War I photos to Civil War Photos

Lesson Summary:  Using photographs from both the Civil War and World War I, students complete a gallery walk of different images as well as compare the changes in cameras and photography  over the years.
Common Core Standard in History/Social Studies or GLE’s:

Integrate visual information (e.g., in charts, graphs, photographs, videos, or maps) with other information in print and digital texts.
Key Terms: trench warfare; Civil War, photography, camera, machine gun
Historical Background: 
Photography really took off during the Civil War.  People were exposed to photos for the first time in high numbers with starting effects.  Seeing bodies lying on a battlefield just hours after the battle was unheard of prior to the Civil War.  By 1914, photos were being used more and more.  

By comparing Civil War photos to World War I photos, students can see how war has changed in many different ways.  However, the effects of war really do not change.  
Anticipatory Set: 
I used two different types of cameras to show how photography has changed overtime.  I used a Kodak Brownie camera and a Canon Sure shot Digital camera to show how pictures have changed.  This led to the discussion of how pictures have impacted people’s thoughts about an issue.
Do Now Activity:

Procedures: 

1.  Using www.randomorganizer.org, you can enter the number of students you have to create partners to do this gallery walk.

2.  After assigning partner, hand out the photo analysis sheet.

3.  Draw on a white board a square and divide it into thirds.

4.  Explain that each photograph sets of photos should be divided in their minds into thirds and use the analysis sheet to write down their thoughts to each section of the form.
5.  Divide the photographs of one Civil War photo with a photo from World War I materials.  

6.  It does not matter what photos you use.  You pick.  I like using the Mathew Brady photos.

7.  I put the photos all around room in different locations so that there is plenty of room for the students to get up and walk around to see the different groups.

8.  At least 10-12 sets are good to have.

9.  Give them about 5 minutes to look at the photo group.

10.  They can write their responses there or at their desks.

Homework: 
Students could find two more photos to compare on the subject and follow up with a small presentation the next day as and admittance slip for the class period.
